 In case of a funeral, Bill Kovachi (cell: 
203.449.4404) will call on one of the area Orthodox 
Clergy to coordinate with him, and then with our 
cantor Van Michael and, as necessary Lilijana 
Kerma, as to the time(s) and date(s) of the service.  
The "clergy record" from the funeral home should 
be collected by the Council President, or his 
designee, and turned over to me for proper entry 
into our parish records.   
 
 The parish "standard" is that communicant 
members are buried from the church (with the 
option of lying in state over night), all others: from 
the funeral home, or simply by graveside services.
